Pﬁrpose \

The purpose of this bulletin is to inform the marine community that persons who require a
Canadian Maritime Document (CMD) or other Transport Canada Marine Safety (TCMS) document
issued by or on behalf of TCMS under Part 3 of the Canada Shipping Act, 2001 (CSA 2001), must
first obtain a Candidate Document Number (CDN).

Scope

Background

Persons who need a CMD or other TCMS documents, or who provided identity information
(names, date of birth or other) that is not consistent with the information already recorded in the
TCMS databank system, must complete an Application for a Candidate Document Number (CDN).
This form must be presented in person to the closest TCMS office, together with documents that
will clearly identify the candidate, before a CMD or other TCMS documents may be issued by or
on behalf of the Minister.

(CDN)”to receive a CDN or make any corrections to an existing CDN.

The completed appli-
cation, together with two (2) documents as proof of 1dent1ty, must be submitted in person to the closest

Persons living in remote locations or who cannot visit a TCMS office may apply by mail to the
closest district office. They must include:

» the completed “Applzcanon Jora Candzdate Document Number. (CDN)” form; and

candidate’s expense) Remember the candidate’s picture must be part of one of the
documents. - : :

Note: Persons that are not qualified persons, as defined in the CSA 2001, must submit a valid

passport, issued by their country of resza’ence as one of the two documents to confirm his/her
identity and citizenship. - .
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
